Building Coastal Resilience by Building Equity in Dover 

Recipient: Strafford Regional Planning Commission in partnership with the City of Dover, NH 

Description: The goal of this project is to engage Dover’s historically underserved communities in coastal 
resilience planning conversations, diversifying community input to strengthen the City’s 
resilience to coastal hazards. 

Project Timeframe: December 2, 2020 – June 30, 2022 

Federal Grant Award: $40,000 

Non-Federal Match: $7,857

Coastal Innovative Land Use Guide & Regional Sustainability and Resiliency Program Framework 

Recipient: Rockingham Planning Commission  

Description: The project will develop a user-friendly coastal innovative land use guide (CILUG) focused on 
model regulations, land development standards and resource protection to inform municipal 
climate change adaptation and resilience actions. The project will also develop a framework 
for a regional sustainability and resiliency program. 

Project Timeframe: January 22, 2021 – June 30, 2022 

Federal Grant Award: $58,500 

Non-Federal Match: $14,625

Developing a Model Restoration Plan at Philbrick Pond for Enhancing and Scaling Salt Marsh Resilience 

Recipient: The Nature Conservancy 

Description: This project will build community support and momentum toward a resilient Philbrick Pond 
salt marsh system by developing a comprehensive and ready to implement restoration plan 
that considers all aspects of ecosystem and community resilience. The restoration plan will 
model salt marsh restoration practices that will be transferable and scalable to other 
historically impacted or degraded salt marsh systems for broader coastal resilience. 

Project Timeframe: August 18, 2021 – December 31, 2022 

Federal Grant Award: $49,400  

Non-Federal Match: $12,350 

Total Project Cost: $61,750
