Background:

The ARM Fund is the In-lieu Fee (ILF) compensatory mitigation option available to permit applicants for
impacts to wetlands, streams and other aquatic resources in New Hampshire. It is only available once
avoidance and minimization of impacts are achieved. Competitive grants are available across nine watersheds
called Service Areas. The ARM Fund Program funds restoration, enhancement, establishment and, under
certain circumstances, preservation activities across the state. As the ILF sponsor, NHDES holds and manages
the collected funds and announces a grant round (sometimes called a Request for Proposals) annually.
Competitive proposals aim to replace, restore or protect aquatic resources similar to those that were
impacted by development within the same watershed. For information on the 2024 ARM Fund Grant Round
visit: Aquatic Resource Mitigation Fund | NH Department of Environmental Services.
