Geotechnical — ledge, boulders, water
Coordination with NHDOT & Town
Determination of water main alignment

Who Will Recelve Water Service

The 25 homes in the immediate project
area. Services to be paid by the project.

Homes along the water main route (i.e.
Route 102 and Blueberry Hill Road). Water
service can be requested; however, the
homeowner would be responsible for:

- Paying a fee to the Town to have the water
service installed to the property line.

- Hiring and paying a contractor to install the water
service from the property line to your house.



Factors Influencing Design

NHDOT Right of Way (ROW) on Rte 102
- Road not centered in ROW

- Water main to be 5’ — 6’ from pavement edge
- Sleeved roadway crossings

Trees

Culvert and wetland crossings
Exeter River crossing

Steep banks next to roads
Power lines
