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Introduction:
The New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) is pleased to announce the opening of the grant application period for the 2016/2017 Community Water System Leak Detection Survey Grant. Applications will be accepted through 4:00 pm on July 15, 2016. Community water systems in New Hampshire are encouraged to send the grant application below to NHDES for consideration to receive a free acoustic leak detection survey during the 2017 field season. Proactive leak detection and repair can reduce a water system’s pumping and treatment costs, provide an opportunity to better manage and prioritize system projects and protect water supply quality and quantity.

Leaks may be found on water mains, service lines, hydrants and valves. While some leaks are easy to identify, as they are visible, there are many leaks that go unseen – from smaller leaks to leaks in well-drained soils to those that find their way underground into a storm drain. Through a competitive bid process, a professional leak detection specialist will be retained by NHDES to identify these difficult-to-find leaks using mechanical and electronic listening equipment to detect leakage sounds and pinpoint leaks.

· System need or benefit to the system (ex. high water losses, water shortage or results of last leak detection survey performed).
