Recommended attachments include a tax map or other appropriate map, at a scale that ensures all details are legible, which identifies the property noted in the application and the approximate areas of wetlands, surface waters, streams, uplands, fields, forest, and all structures or land alterations. In addition, a USGS topographic map should be submitted that identifies the property(ies) that are the subject of the application for mitigation funds, and any other protected lands within the watershed and/or in the vicinity of the property.

Projects will be selected based on the greatest potential to replace or protect specific wetland functions and values lost by the impacts in the watershed. DES encourages projects that provide connectivity to other protected resources or are in close proximity to the wetland impacts. Proposals will be scrutinized for the likelihood of project success and the sustainability of the wetland functions and values that are proposed for restoration, enhancement, preservation, or creation.
