II.  INTRODUCTION

The City / Town / District of_____________________________, New Hampshire, has applied for funds from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) through the State of New Hampshire, Department of Environmental Services, in accordance with provisions of Chapter Env‑Dw 1100, rules of the department.  These rules prescribe procedures for the application process concerning the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund (DWSRF). IV. PURPOSE and NEED

The water system currently consists of two gravel-packed wells.  Well #1 is the primary source with an approximate capacity of 700 Gallons per Minute (“GPM”).  Well #2, the
secondary source, has a capacity of approximately 600 GPM and is operated several days a month.  Well #2 has a slightly higher level of iron and manganese than Well #1 and is also located below the flood plain, making it subject to flooding.  The water system has a history of bacteria problems and uses chlorination treatment.

Another cause for concern is the location of the existing wells which tap sand and gravel deposits near a major highway.  The existing well site is vulnerable to contamination in the event of a rollover and subsequent fuel spill or any other hazardous waste spill.  

Sanitary Surveys conducted by the NH Department of Environmental Services (“DES”) have strongly recommended that the District seek an alternative water source to meet future growth, as well as providing an alternative source in the event of an emergency. 
V. DETAILS of PROJECT

VI. ENVIRONMENTAL CONCERNS and MITIGATION
The environmental concerns involved in this project are minimal and no adverse impacts are anticipated.  The following areas of environmental concern summarize the possible impacts, and illustrate the major areas of potential impact.  The primary impacts are short-term which will affect the area only during the period of construction.

Air:  Air impacts will be limited to dust, and diesel exhaust odors created during the construction portion of the project.  There should be no long-term air impacts from this project. 

Noise:  Impacts from noise during construction should be the only noise impacts from this project.  The operation of a stand-by generator may create noise when in use.
Surface water, groundwater and wetlands:  There should be no significant wetlands, surface or groundwater impacts from the project.  Erosion will be minimized by using proper erosion control methods such as hay bales, silt fences and rapid re-seeding of affected areas.  Groundwater Discharge Permits, NPDES Construction General or Dewatering Permits, and Wetlands permits may be required.  Best management practices will be employed in this effort.  All appropriate permits shall be obtained from local, state and federal agencies as necessary.

Wildlife:  No impacts to wildlife are anticipated from this project.
Social and Economic:  The social and economic impacts from the project are expected to be favorable.  The financial impact on the ratepayer may be reduced for this project through the use 
of the ARRA 2009 via the State Revolving Loan Fund.  The ARRA will potentially supplement approved projects by through principal forgiveness, and the SRF may provide a low interest loan.  

Recreation and Historic:  No impacts to recreational or historic sites are anticipated as a result of this project.  
Indirect impacts:  There are no indirect impacts anticipated from this project.
