generation of destination Data

Introduction:

NRPC generated destination point and polygon data for 12 communities.  This included 245 points and 11 polygons. 

A. PROPERTY MAPPING/CODING

NRPC identified destination points and polys utilizing several existing databases.  When those resources were exhausted, NRPC Planners assisted with depicting destinations.  Once all points and polygons were captured, NRPC merged the database into shapefile format using standards provided by DES.

In instances where an area had more than three points located in close proximity a polygon was delineated to illustrate a destination area.

B. ATTRIBUTE CODING

The following text is presenting in order of the field definitions listed on the shapefile specifications provided by DES.  Text in <> indicates a field name in the adf file and text in () indicates the value assigned to a given field.

UID

1. As per DES’s request, we gave each parcel a unique identifying code.  The format of a 5-digit FIPS code and 4-digit sequential number was applied. 

NAME

1. Every point/polygon has a name.

ST_
1. Where a street number could be found it was applied.  Sources such as the phone book and internet were used to find addresses.

ST_NAME

1. Every point has a <ST_NAME> reference.  A highway or Route number was given for polygon descriptions.  

TOWN

1. Each town is represented with points, however, some communities did not have destination polygons located within the boundaries.

ZIP

1. A USPC 5-digit zip code was applied to each point/polygon.

VILLAGE

1. No point/polygon was located within a village or subset of the town.  

TYPE

1. Each point/polygon has a <TYPE> as indicated in the shapefile specifications distributed by DES.  

DESCRIPTION
1. Most facilities were needed no description.  The <NAME> field was descriptive enough in most cases.  

PUBLIC
1. Each point/polygon reflects if it is considered a public or private facility as indicated in the shapefile specifications distributed by DES.

CAPACITY

1. A capacity was given for very few facilities.    

LOC_SRC

1. Numerous sources were utilized to map destinations.  NRPC relied heavily on DOQs, tax maps and planner input or mapping points/polygons.

DATE_ADD

1. All points/polygons were given a June 2004 date to reflect when it was added to the database.

DATE_MOD
1. At this time, no modifications were done.
