
Latex paint, a water-based material, is considered a non-hazardous material.  Modern latex is an excellent non-toxic alternative to oil-based paints.  If you can’t use it up or give it away, you  can include it in your household trash.  But…

To throw it away, you must first turn it into a SOLID.

How to Dry Latex Paint:

· Just leave the container open in a well ventilated area for at least two days, until the paint is completely solid and hard.  Leave the lid off and toss it in the trash.

· Add kitty-litter, sawdust, or another absorbent to the liquid paint, using a one-to-two ratio of kitty-litter to paint.  Stir the litter into the paint, let dry a minimum of two days, leave the lid off the can and throw it away.

· Line a cardboard box with a plastic bag (make sure there are no holes), pour the paint into the bag and let it dry for at least two days until completely dry.  Close up the bag and it can then be thrown away.

· Empty paint cans, with only dried residual paint, are recyclable as scrap metal.
